Twitter

· Follow Breakthrough Breast Cancer at www.twitter.com/breakthroughbc
· In your tweets include @breakthroughbc so we can find your tweets
· Using #Hashtags are a great way to track conversations on Twitter.  Always use #breastcancer and during October use #BCAM2011. If you struggle to use both #Hashtags during October use #BCAM2011.
· If you want to include pictures in your tweets, check out Twitpic ( www.twitpic.com ) or Yfrog ( www.yfrog.com ).
Flickr
Sending us a photo or video of you taking part in your Go Pink activity couldn’t be easier! As long as you have an email address and copies of your photos on your computer, you’re ready to go.

Here’s our easy step by step guide to sending in your pink photos:
· Attach your photo/s or video/s to an email and send to photo@breakthrough.org.uk
Tip: You can send more than one video or photo at a time
· The subject line of your email will become the photo/video title, for example “Our Pink Party”

The body text of your email will become the photo/video description. Please include a telephone number or email address in the body text so that we can check with you before the photos go live on our website, for example “Us at our pink party in October. Mrs Smith, 020 8800 1234, mrssmith@email.com” . Don’t worry, we will remove these details before making the photo or video public!
· That’s it! 

YouTube

· First of all, assign a friend or colleague to film your Go Pink event. He or she could film it on your mobile or digital camera.

· If you haven’t got a YouTube account, set one up at youtube.com .  It’s easy and FREE.
· When you have an account, you can upload your own video/s from your Go Pink event. Follow the simple steps on YouTube to upload your video/s.

· Under tags, please use Breakthrough Breast Cancer (don’t abbreviate to Breakthrough), breast cancer, Go Pink, charity and any other tags which are appropriate for your video. YouTube will also suggest tags too. Remember to enter a suitable title and description – the more descriptive, the better as this is how people will see your video on YouTube.
· Once you’ve uploaded it onto YouTube, post a link to it on the wall of Breakthrough Breast Cancer’s Facebook page ( www.facebook.com/breakthroughbc ).
